Supporting Information – ACM Investigations
General Information
Though some Officers may identify Asbestos Containing Materials (ACM) from experience it is recommended to have the findings verified by a laboratory. If in doubt assume the material is ACM.
Possible Cleanup Actions
Note – Clean up action should not be undertaken in adverse weather conditions. Ie: windy etc. 

Very Low Risk
· Wet soil to depth of 10cm. 

· Rake with fine rake to uncover buried ACM fragments. 

· Remove all fragments. 

· EHO to verify. Tipping receipts to be provided.

Low Risk
· Consult DoH with expectation that excavation of soil will be required. 

· Tipping receipts to be provided. 

Med - High Risk 
· Consult DoH

· Expectation that sampling/ remediation and verification will be required. 

· Inform owner of legal responsibility of reporting to DEC under Contaminated Sites Act.

· LG to consider reporting of owner is unwilling. 

Minimum Removal Equipment

General
· Gloves

· P1/P2 dust mask

· 0.2mm thick plastic sufficient to double wrap material to be disposed of.

· Rake

· Water to wet soil. 

Excavations
· Site to be sprayed with wetting agent
· Secure site, remove all people not involved in cleanup

· Erect warning signs (see below)

· Inform neighbours

· Cover soil for transport
