(g) laundries, dry cleaning premises or dye works;

(h) manure works;

(i) piggeries;

(j) places for storing, drying, or preserving bones, hides, hoofs or skins;

(k) tripe-boiling establishments;

(l) works ford boiling down meat, bones, blood or offal, or any trade, business, process, or manufacture whatsoever causing effluvia, offensive fumes, vapours or gases, or discharging dust, foul liquid, blood or other impurity, or any noxious or offensive trade, business, or manufacture;

(m) any other trade that, unless preventive measures are adopted, may become a nuisance to the health of the inhabitants of the district.

“Specified Offensive Trade” means one or more of the offensive trades carried on, in or connected with the following works or premises – 

(a) fish rendering premises;

(b) fish canning, fish curing or fish processing premises; and

(c) laundries, dry cleaning premises and dye works.
