	INFECTION CONTROL PROCEDURES


Please note that serious infectious viruses such as HIV, Hepatitis B and Hepatitis C are active in the Australian community.

The information below contains recommendations to prevent transmission of these blood borne viruses during professional activities that involve hairdressing and skin penetration procedures.

HIV, Hepatitis B and C are each spread (transmitted) when the virus directly enters the blood stream of a person via infected body fluids from another person.

In skin piercing procedures, blood from an infected person may gain access to the bloodstream of another person in the following ways:

· A needle not being sterilised before use on the next person.

· The operator accidentally penetrating the clients’ skin with an infected needle (needle-stick injury).

· The operator transferring infected blood from their fingers onto a client’s broken skin.

Disinfection of semi-critical appliances:

· Thermal disinfection (2min @ 80°C or 10min @ 75°C or 15min @ 70°C
· Chemical disinfection (2% solution of glutaraldehyde)
Sterilisation of critical appliances:

· Steam under pressure (moist heat) sterilization – autoclave
· Dry heat sterilization (min 1 hr @ 160°C)
Disinfecting solution:

· Ethyl alcohol 70% (v/v) minimum with or without any other disinfectant or antiseptic;

· Glutaraldehyde solution of 1% (v/v);

· Hypochlorite solution of 0.5% (v/v) that has been freshly made up on the day of its use;

· Isopropyl alcohol 70% v/v; or

· A solution approved by the Executive Director of Public Health.


Approved solutions for skin disinfection:

· 70% W/W ethyl alcohol
· 80% V/V ethyl alcohol
· 60% V/V isopropyl alcohol
· Alcoholic (isopropyl & ethyl formulations 0.5 – 4% W/V chlorhexidine)
· 10% W/V aqueous or alcoholic providine iodine (1% W/V available iodine)
	VACCINATION


Operators should consider undergoing Hepatitis B vaccination as a protection against infection. It involves a course of three injections over 6 months. There is currently no vaccine available to protect people from HIV and Hepatitis C.
